Question: Recently one of my close friends turned gay. I know 

the Catholic Church is against same sex marriage. My 

question is why do people turn gay? Can God prevent it? If not, is 

it because people became imperfect because of 

Adam and Eve? Lastly, is there any chance that this person will 

turn around? 

 

GLAD YOU ASKED – JUST FOR TEENS 

Wow, you ask several great questions in one short paragraph. 

This is certainly a sign that you are thinking about this and are 

concerned for your friend. Your friend is lucky to have someone 

like you. I hope you can talk about this with him or her and be-

cause you represent rational thought in your world, I am glad you 

asked. Due to space limitations here, I am sure I cannot ade-

quately answer all your questions but we’ll try. I have included 

below a few great websites with information that is both informa-

tive and faith-based. Please follow up and get the answers you 

and your friend deserve. Keep asking questions. Let’s start with 

your last question, “is there any chance this person will  turn 

around”? “It’s important to distinguish between sexual orientation 

and sexually activity or  behavior. Sexual attraction or orientation 

is not sinful; it’s part of who we are as human beings. And as 

human beings with rational minds we choose to act or not act on 

these desires – not just sexual but any desire that we know is not  

healthy for us. Your friend can at any time chose not 

to act on his or her sexual desires. One of the fruits of the Holy 

Spirit’s gifts is self control. One of the great sacraments of our 

Church is reconciliation.  This leads to your next question regard-

ing same sex marriage. You’re right, the church teaches clearly 

that marriage is the union of one man and one woman for the 

unity of  the couple and the reproduction and education of 

children. This second part can never be separated from the first, 

so the argument that two or more people are in 

love does not make a marriage. There is no such thing as mar-

riage other than described above between one man and 

one woman. If you speak with anyone who feels oriented toward 

the same sex, they will tell you they did not “turn” gay. In fact, 

the Church and true psychology agree on this point: we are not 

sure if people are “born gay” or circumstances 

of their life form in them same sex attractions. So your question 

about Adam and Eve can be reworded and say that 

our free choice, our action or action of those around us, can influ-

ence our sexual orientation. Regardless of how one 

comes to the conclusion about their orientation, they do represent 

a small but acknowledged percentage of the 

general population. Remember that all men and women need to 

be treated with respect and compassion.
